I am a Sesame Street kid and a Mister Rogers' Neighborhood kid.  I grew 
up in the time when children's television was earning its place in society. 
It is for this reason when I saw that this book was being published, it 
was a 'must read'; this came on the heels of the Astro 3 carrying the 
documentary "Won't You Be My Neighbor?"  If you saw this 
documentary, there were will be many familiar stories.  The Good 
Neighbor takes a look at a man who was a huge champion of children, 
helping them face life situations, questions, concerns, and fears, and 
letting them know that he was their friend and the child was special. 
This is a biography written from interviews of friends, families and 
people who worked with Mr. Rogers, as well as other archived 
materials.  It tells the stories and anecdotes of a gentle-speaking man, 
an ordained Presbyterian minister, who yet would be fierce when 
fighting for what was right in the development of children and their 
needs.
